According to these Hiddenbrook homeowners, Columbia does not use a certified arborist onsite for trimming and does not plan to pre and post trees for proper tagging or record any damage to trees they damage.

New Business:  Homeowners alerted to the fact that the Little Bridge is in immediate need of repair.  Costs will be ascertained and Board will select best quote to get repairs made permanently to this structure.
