Existing Business: 

· The Architectural Review Committee (ARC) joined the meeting and reported that home improvement requests have been slow this year. The committee asked the HOA Board to remind the homeowners that if they complete applications and get the approval when the initial work is done, it will speed up the process of getting a disclosure package when they try to sell their property. 

· It was agreed to include an ARC Tip in each E-News letter to the Homeowners. 

· Other Neighborhood Cleanup issues were discussed 

· Ditches along the front of some properties - are the responsibility of the homeowners. These ditches should be maintained including mowing and clearing any blockage. 

· Fences along Wiehle Ave - are on homeowners property and are therefore the responsibility of the homeowner to maintain. It was suggested that these homeowners should get together to see if they could get a reduced cost by using one fence company and spitting the cost among the affected homeowners. This is not an HOA activity. 

· The overhanging trees on the streets. Trees along the streets should be kept trimmed and off the street and not block any signs or lines of site which could cause an accident. 

· Monument Re-Pointing – the quotes from last year are still good. Rich Chernin is getting one addition new quote. This work needs to be done this year. 

· Shaker Woods Website – the homeowner data is almost ready to be added. We thank Neil Cohen for his work on this project. 

· Shaker Woods Website Updates – the website has now been updated. 

· Columbia Environmental Challenge Fund request was rejected because the property was correctly cleared based on the easement. 

· Columbia Gas final items to resolve 

· Setzer Fence – they took this down to get trucks through and agreed to put the fence back in place. RESOLVED 

· Car Chassis behind house on Southington Lane – they agreed to pull this out for us since they had the equipment necessary to get it out. RESOLVED 

· Stumps and wood along walking path – NOT RESOLVED waiting for Save a Tree. 
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New Business: 

· Community Garage Sale - Many families have expressed interest in the neighborhood wide garage sale. The HOA board discussed using the existing signs. Rich Chernin will check with the fire department about a sign in front of the station to attract people to the garage sale. Rich Chernin will also investigate costs of an ad in one of the local community papers and report back to the Board for a decision. The sale will be May 31st from 8.00 am to noon. 

· Community Picnic - Lynne Chernin asked that the HOA consider sponsoring a picnic again this year. The Board agreed to ask the homeowners if they want a picnic and will participate. 

· The gap in the trees along Wiehle Avenue was discussed extensively. The decision was made to give nature a chance to let the area grow back and fill in this year. 

· Light at the Southington monument needs a special part and it was decided to hire Richard Ewald, a licensed electrician, in the neighborhood to repair it.
