Existing Business: 

· Monument Re-Pointing – Rich Chernin to coordinate with the stone mason to get the work completed this summer. Rich Chernin to work with Bill Duggleby regarding contracts and payments. 

· Shaker Woods Website – We are still waiting for the release of the old URL www.shakerwoods.org before we introduce the new directory/homeowner information. This should be resolved in June. An E-News letter will be sent out when it is available. 

· Shaker Woods Website Updates – the minutes are posted on the website once they are completed and approved. 

· Columbia Gas final items to resolve 

· Stumps and wood along walking path. 

· The new grass planted by Sav-A-Tree must be mowed twice before Save-A-Tree will be paid by Columbia and the job considered finished. 

New Business: 

· Community Garage Sale – Approximately 25 families participated, we had good traffic flow and lots of interested buyers. 

· Community Picnic – no response to the last request for a picnic 

· The Board was again asked to discuss the decision regarding the gap in the trees along Wiehle Avenue. The previous decision was reaffirmed to “give nature a chance to let the area grow back and fill in this year”. The homeowner further asked if the HOA would be willing to spend the money previously earmarked to be spent along with the Columbia Environmental Challenge Fund for remediation on this open area. The Board reiterated that the $1500 earmarked funds were only approved in conjunction with the approval of the grant. The Board was unanimous in the decision that since Columbia Environmental Challenge Fund did not approve the grant we as an HOA wanted a better idea of what would and would not grow back. 

· Job for the light at the Southington monument has been given to Richard Ewald, a neighborhood electrician to repair. 

· Annual Meeting Date set for Monday, October 20, 2008 at Armstrong Elementary School 

· A homeowner reported goats being kept in a backyard in the other Shaker Woods. This was reported to the other HOA President to be resolved. 

· A homeowner reported that trash cans left out all week were attracting many critters. This was also reported to be a problem in the other Shaker Woods and it was also reported to the other HOA President to be resolved. 

· A homeowner has expressed concern for mosquito control in the pools of water found in certain areas of the Wiehle Ave. stream. Requests have been made for photos to assist in determining where these pools of water reside.
