New Business:

Brent Archer from The Columbia Gas Transmission Company spoke at our meeting about the upcoming pipeline work to be performed.    This was a special meeting and homeowners were encouraged to attend.  Mr. Archer said that his company was taking a proactive approach and coming to talk to homeowners before any work is conducted on the pipelines running through our neighborhood.  Work will begin around the 17th of September to clear the right-of-way areas of their pipeline in Reston.  Even though inspections of these pipelines are conducted from the air on a monthly basis, Columbia Gas also performs ground inspections and schedules maintenance to keep the delineation of the location of pipelines clearly defined and also to spot check for any further work that may be required.

Mr. Archer brought copies of maps to share with the Board members and homeowners who attended the meeting.  These maps highlighted the areas to be inspected and cleared of any debris.  There are two areas:  Line VB and VB Loop from Route 228 (Dranesville Road) to Route 7, and Line VA from Quail Run area to Fox Mill Road.

Mr. Archer committed to the Board and homeowners that the previous negative experiences of other local homeowners would not occur during this maintenance.  He also provided the names of key contacts for homeowners to call if they have any questions or concerns:
